HOW TO OBTAIN A LIFE CERTIFICATE

FOR YOUR SWISS PENSION? 2019 EVENT
Some of our members who are receiving a Swiss old-age pension (AHV/AVS) have
been asking who is able to provide the yearly Life Certificate that is required in order S Po N So RS
to continue receiving the pension. The following information was provided by the
Consulate General of Switzerland in Montréal. Our warmest thanks to the

Option I: The following authorities can attest that a person is alive AND check his/
her marital status:

* Service Canada offices (except offices offering “Passport services only”)

* Swiss Consulates in Montreal and Vancouver

* Swiss Embassy in Ottawa

Hence, a certificate attested by Service Canada can be sent directly to the Swiss

Compensation Office in Geneva. Consulate General of Switzerland
